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Call for Papers: Track on
Planning Laws, Planning

Institutions, and Property Rights
AESOP Conference, Volos, Greece, July 10-14, 2002

To date, scholars doing research on topics pertaining to the
relationship between laws and regulations, planning policy and
procedures, and property rights, have recognized the increasing
signiycance of an international forum in which to pursue cross-
national comparison, exchange, and collaboration.

Three years ago, the Association of European Schools of
Planning (AESOP) launched the Planning and Law track in its
annual congresses, to enable international exchange among plan-
ning and legal academics. In 2001 this track was part of the yrst-
ever World Congress of planning schools in Shanghai, China,
organized jointly by the continental associations of schools of
planning: ACSP (American), AESOP (European), and APS
(Asian). In 2002, the track will be included at the annual AESOP
Conference to be held in Volos, Greece under the title Planning
Laws, Planning Institutions, and Property Rights. Papers for this
track address the relationship between planning, legal systems,
and property rights, in particular countries or cross-nationally, on
issues such as:

Does the law support or obstruct good planning practice
and good urban and regional development?

How do legal systems attempt to balance the individual
rights of landowners with the general interests of public plan-
ning?

Does the law help or hinder promotion of social justice and
environmental protection?

How are disputes among social groups competing over
land uses, and between the public and government, handled
by statutory institutions and the procedures set by law?

Papers may look at the general theory of planning and law or
rather investigate into particular legal problems of land use con-
trol and urban planning. Legal philosophy, law and economics, or
a civil rights perspective may also be used in the analysis of cur-
rent planning issues. However, all contributors are encouraged

to remember that conference participants come from different
countries with different legal systems and, frequently, do not have
a legal background. Therefore, legal structures and procedures
should be made explicit.

MITos Spirn Wins Cosmos Award

MIT Professor of Landscape Architecture and Planning
Anne Whiston Spirn, who has a joint appointment in the MIT
Departments of Urban Studies and Planning (DUSP) and Archi-
tecture, has been awarded the ninth annual International Cosmos
Prize for a body of work with an integrative approach, global per-
spective, and long-term vision that has contributed to the fiharmo-
nious co-existence of nature and mankind.0 Professor Spirn is the
youngest person, the yrst woman, and the yrst designer/planner

to win the award, will receive 40 million yen ($324,400), a

gold medal and a commendation in Tokyo in October from the
Japanese Expo 690 Foundation, which sponsors the prize. In addi-
tion, she will deliver a commemorative lecture and participate in
a symposium honoring her work. Professor Spirn is the author

of two books, The Granite Garden: Urban Nature and Human
Design (Basic Books, New York, 1984) and The Language of
Landscape (Yale University Press, New Haven, 1998). She is
working on Telling Landscape, a book of her essays and color
photographs, and Top-Down/Bottom-Up: Rebuilding the Land-
scape of Community, relating her eighteen years working with
with inner-city neighborhoods. Previous winners of the Cosmos
Prize include ylmmaker Sir Richard Attenborough (2000), Profes-
sor Jared M. Diamond of the UCLA School of Medicine (1998),
Professor Richard Dawkins of the University of Oxford (1997).

MIT-Washington DC Urban Design Studio

On March 27, 2001 students and faculty of MITés School of
Architecture and Planning presented revitalization proposals for
the Southwest quadrant of Washington DC to residents and public
ofycials. The public meeting, attended by over 200 people was
the culmination of a semester long studio sponsored by the DC

School Assists Rural Community Seeking to
Reverse Downward Spiral

Once prosperous farming communities in northwest Texas
are now threatened with demise as tax revenues dwindle, public
services diminish, buildings collapse and children move away.
But, some, like Quanah, the county seat of Hardeman County, are
taking hold of their destinies.

Although Quanah still has an operational wallboard plant
and excellent schools and hospital, business failures and job

losses have led to a dwindling population, reduced tax base, and
community deterioration.

fiQuanah is in a downward spiral,0 said SUPA student
Edwin Bateman. A community of 8,000 in the late 620s, when it
had fairgrounds and horse racing, Quanahés population has now
declined to little more than 3,000, and many of its inhabitants are
aging and out of work.

Aware of SUPAls work in Vernon and Jacksboro, Johnson
contacted the school for assistance in producing a strategic
economic-development plan. The community will use the plan to
guide its efforts toward economic recovery and to underpin its
applications for development funding, according to Johnson.

Dr. Sherman Wyman, director of the schoolés Center for
Economic Development Research and Service, assembled a team
of faculty and students, including Bateman, to work on the project
last fall. One of their yrst steps was to conduct a iSWOTO0
analysis.

fiFive themes emerged,0 said Graduate Research Assistant
Joanna Duke. iThose were retail development, commercial cor-
ridor enhancement, enhancing the environment, making Quanah a
visually inviting community, and, importantly, encouraging tour-
ism.0 Named for Comanche Chief Quanah Parker, who frequently
visited the early settlement , Quanah has a bit of history it hopes
to exploit.

Strategies generated by the task forces include improving
signage, enticing a national motel/hotel chain to build a new facil-
ity in the city, redeveloping the city creek and park, enforcing city
codes more stringently, and establishing a fiYard of the Montho
program.

Waukesha Transit Trip Planner

In December 2001, the Waukesha transit system launched
its new internet-based trip-planner. Associate Professor Zhong-
Ren Peng yrst explored the use of Internet GIS to deliver transit
information to riders with students in an advanced GIS course in
the urban planning program. Students in the course developed
a trip planner for a small area in the City of Milwaukee. Milwau-
kee County Transit ofycials were impressed. Eventually, the
student project grew into a $280,000 applied research project,
with support from the Federal Transit Administration, the Wis-
consin Department of Workforce Development, and the Wiscon-
sin Department of Transportation. Originally, the project was
designed to assist caseworkers in the Department of Workforce
Development in ynding the best transit connections for par-
ticipants in Wisconsinds welfare-to-work program. The Wauke-
sha trip planner was completed yrst, but the Milwaukee Transit
System is working with Professor Peng to complete its own trip
planner, based on the same design and algorithms. One of the
unique features of Pengbs trip planner compared to other transit
trip planners is that the information about routes and schedules is
linked to interactive maps. After the user ynds the best route for
travel at a particular time, the user can click on a link that brings
up a map. Landmarks, such as public facilities, bus stops, and

other features are noted on the map, allowing users to better plan
the end of their trip after debarking from the bus.

Alumnus Paul Cockrell (698), GIS Coordinator for the City
of Waukesha, led the data collection and database management
side of the project for Waukesha.

fiWhere do we grow from here?0 is the question addressed
by a series of community-wide symposia organized by Professor
Gary T. Johnson during the past year. The highly successful
series consisted of three parts: a national and comparative urban
perspective on efforts to combat sprawl, a session on the chal-
lenges of developing growth management guidelines at the state
level in Virginia, and a session on the battle to contain sprawl in
the Richmond region. Featured speakers included Jerry Weitz,
author of Sprawl Bustingd State Programs to Guide Growth, Jef-
frey Soule of the American Planning Association and Amy Liu
of the Brookings Institution, as well as representatives of Virginia
local governments and the Virginia chapter of the American Plan-
ning Association. About 300 persons, including state and local
elected ofycials, planners, area residents, students and faculty
attended the sessions. The symposium series received good local
press coverage and sparked an award-winning series of in-depth
reports on sprawl in the Richmond Times-Dispatch newspaper.

Professor Weiping Wu and Professor Robert Rugg have
been working with the East China Normal University and the
University of San Carlos of Guatemala to develop sub-city urban
indicators for Shanghai and Guatemala City, a project funded by
the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development and
the University Consortium for Geographic Information Science.
An aim of the project is to help the universities map important
features and trends in the two rapidly growing cities. Another
product of this collaboration is the development, currently under-
way, of a web-based GIS course that will be attended by students
and faculty in Guatemala, Shanghai and the United States. This
project builds upon Professor Ruggos earlier work in developing
and mapping socio-economic indicators for the Richmond area,
funded by the Local Initiatives Support Corporation.
