The editors of the Journal of Planning Education and Research will once again be
offering a three-day workshop on scholarly publication this coming summer. Our goal is
to improve the quality of written scholarship among the new faculty of planning
departments and related academic programs. The workshop is intended for recent
recipients of a PhD (and those close to completion) in urban planning, urban studies, and
closely related fields. Untenured assistant professors are also eligible to participate.

“Writing for Scholarly Publication: From Idea to Article” is scheduled for August 14-16,
2003, in the Portland Center of the University of Oregon. The program includes sessions
on the writing and publication process, with intensive small-group work on participants’
own manuscripts. There is time for informal networking and exploring Portland, which is
often at its best in late summer.

Those interested in participating should submit the following materials (electronic
submittal is preferred) to the JPER editorial office (jper@oregon.uoregon.edu) by
Monday, April 7: 1) a cover letter outlining research interests and scholarly goals; 2) a
five-hundred word summary of the article-length paper that will be prepared for the
workshop; 3) a current curriculum vitae; and 4) a letter of recommendation from a
department chair or dissertation advisor. We will notify those who have been accepted for
the workshop by April 30. Workshop participants will be required to submit a complete
draft of their paper, formatted to JPER guidelines, by June 30.

There is no registration fee. We are in the process of seeking financial support that may
cover lodging and meal costs. Participants will be responsible for their own travel costs.

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ACSP’s Strategic 
Communications Committee
Tools for Facing Program-Cutting Threats

The crisis at the University of Arizona can be expected 
to be repeated in other universities in light of the severe budget 
crises facing many of our states and private universities..  As 
Genie Birch pointed out in a plenary address at our conference 
when she was president of ACSP, planning programs are small 
and expensive.  And, therefore, administrators fi nd them easier to 
cut than many other programs.  Moreover, as a recent discussion 
on Planet suggested, we may be seeing a larger social trend lead-
ing to the “death of planning schools,”  

I would like to remind folks of the effort ACSP has made 
in recent years to help academic programs protect and strengthen 
their position.  Under the ACSP presidency of Sandi Rosenbloom, 
a standing committee was created called Strategic Communica-
tions for Planning Programs (SCPP) which I have been chairing.  
This committee grew out of a perceived need to take pro-active 
steps to help schools avoid the threat of closure that was identi-
fi ed in the ad hoc committee on “Threatened Schools.”  It focuses 
on the kinds of activities planning programs need to undertake to 
increase their visibility and understanding of their value among 
their various constituencies—within the university, to the local, 
state and national levels, and to the public at large.

The fi rst task we undertook was a survey of planning pro-
grams to determine the degree to which they undertook strategic 
communications and what they felt the need was for such activity.  
The survey results—which were featured in an ACSP conference 
session on the topic of Strategic Communications—are posted 
under the committee’s button on the ACSP website’s homepage.  
The survey results suggested to us that this was an underappreci-
ated need and underpursued activity.

We also commissioned a white paper, authored by Dennis 
Gale, of case studies of  threatened schools that survived:  it 
focused on how they came to be threatened and what their 
response strategies were.  This is also on the ACSP website.

We have sponsored sessions at the last two recent ACSP 
administrators’ workshops on strategic communications, and 
brought in a national consultant whose fi rm authored one of the 
most useful texts to date on the topic aimed at non-profi t organi-
zations.

The Strategic Communications’ committee work is ongo-
ing and we have much to do.  But the real message I would like 
to leave you with is that strategic communications for plan-
ning programs (and planning agencies) is a vital, complicated, 
and resource intensive task that, of course, in an ideal world all 
planning academic programs and public departments would be 
pursuing if they had luxurious resources.  The reality, particularly 
driven home in these economic times of public defi cits, is that 
strategic communications are not a pursuit of luxury, but one of 
necessity because of the inherent vulnerabilities of our positions 
as small, mostly graduate level academic programs and small 
departments within public government.  What we need to see is 
the implementation of a  strategic communications plan for every 
program that: identifi es its constituencies, develops its commu-
nication vehicles (email lists, newsletters, conference or semi-
nar series, op-eds, speaker bureaus and so on), and engages the 
whole academic program or government. department—as well 
as university and government support offi ces—in carrying out 
the activity.  In other words, we all have a role in, and obligation 
to, engage in strategic communications for our programs and our 
disciplines to ensure our survival and to grow our vital, misunder-
stood and underappreciated fi eld.  The buck stops here.

Professor awarded Sloan Foundation Grant for 
Study of Economic Assistance Programs initiated 
after September 11th Attack

The Alfred P. Sloan Foundation has awarded Professor 
Mitchell Moss, Director of the Urban Planning Program at the 
Wagner Graduate School of Public Service, a grant to evalu-
ate the impact of economic assistance programs initiated after 
the September 11, 2001 attack on the World Trade Center.  The 
project will include an analysis of state and federal assistance 

programs and new initiatives by foundations and non-profit 
organizations to aid small businesses and non-profit groups in 
lower Manhattan. The study intends to identify the factors that 
influenced the design of economic assistance programs, the way 
in which these programs did or did not meet the needs of small 
businesses and non-profit groups, and the current state of small 
businesses and non-profit groups in lower Manhattan. 
The team of researchers will include graduate students from the
NYU Wagner Planning Program. They intend to develop a sys-
tematic understanding of the effectiveness of post-9/11 economic 
recovery programs by drawing upon government data, conduct-
ing interviews with public officials, business owners, and leaders 
of local non-profit groups, and through an analysis of the partici-
pation rates in economic assistance programs.

Professor Paul Smoke appointed Director of 
Wagner Office of International Programs

Urban planning Professor Paul Smoke has been appointed 
director of the Wagner Office of International Programs.  His cur-
rent efforts include assisting the United Nations Capital Develop-
ment Fund in conceptualizing and implementing Local Devel-
opment Funds designed to provide infrastructure and promote 
improved governance in a number of countries in Asia, advising 
the World Bank on the development of municipal reform pro-
grams in East Africa.  Professor Smoke is also the Coordinator of 
the Public Finance and Fiscal Reform Program at the Institute of 
Public Administration.  He is currently leading a Capstone course 
of Wagner students in monitoring and evaluating the effective-
ness of municipal reform programs in East African sites. 

Ohio State University
New On-Line Continuing Education Program 
Offered by OSU

The Ohio State University has just launched its new Plan-
ning Education at a Distance (PED) program.  This is an Internet 
based educational tool that provides planners and government 
officials with on-line urban and regional planning related continu-
ing education opportunities. Through the integration of audio/
video components, PowerPoint slides, and reading materials, 
PED provides participants with hands-on training to strengthen 
skills needed to both manage land development through planning 
and bring new planning techniques to their community. 
PED provides education opportunities designed specifically for 
Planning Commissioners and other public officials, such as Intro-
duction to Zoning.  PED also offers continuing education pro-
grams for professional planners, such as Design Review.  Many 
of the courses qualify for AICP continuing education credit.  
Each class includes presentations by experts in their field, as well 
as case studies by planners, developers and public officials. 
This first four courses include: Introduction to Zoning, Conser-
vation Zoning, Transfer of Development Rights, and Design

Rutgers University
Edward J. Bloustein School of Planning And Public 
Policy

During calendar year 2002, the Edward J. Bloustein School 
of Planning and Public Policy added three new centers and a 
community education initiative to its roster of research enti-
ties and public outreach efforts.  The New Jersey Public Policy 
Research Institute, a recognized resource on public policy issues 
affecting African-Americans in New Jersey established in 1978, 
has joined the school.  The Community Development Institute 
operates in partnership with the New Jersey Department of 
Community Affairs and the New Jersey Housing and Mort-
gage Finance Agency to provide education, training, mentor-
ing, applied research and public policy forums on community 
development issues.  The New Jersey Sustainable State Institute 
provides information, analysis, and practical strategies to help 
New Jersey develop on a sustainable path, and the New Jersey 
HIV Prevention Community Development Initiative, which is a 
community outreach organization striving to help reduce the inci-
dence of HIV infection in New Jersey through building capacity 
and skills of community-based organizations, service providers, 
local health departments, and the interfaith community.  These 
additions have increased the number of diversity of avenues 
through which we contribute to society. 

Deeply affected by the tragedy of September 11 and 
Rutgers’ proximity to lower Manhattan, the Bloustein School 
recently hosted a panel of experts to discuss concepts for the 
redevelopment of the former World Trade Center site. Peter 
Eisenman, internationally renowned architect; Jeffrey Kipnis, 
Curator of Architecture and Design at the Wexner Center for the 
Arts; and Herbert Muschamp, architecture critic for The New 
York Times, led a discussion on “Picking Up the Pieces: Redevel-
oping the World Trade Center Site.”  Mr. Eisenman’s group was 
among the finalists for the World Trade Center site designs.

Over 125 policymakers, practitioners, researchers, and 
activists participated in the 12th Annual UCLA Symposium on 
the Transportation/Land Use/Environment Connection at the 
UCLA Lake Arrowhead Conference Center in October.  This 
year’s theme was “Tackling Traffic Congestion.”  The conference 
was organized by Associate Professor Brian Taylor of UCLA’s 
Department of Urban Planning in collaboration with the UCLA 
Extension Public Policy Program.  Among 25 provocative presen-
tations, the symposium featured research presentations by UC 
faculty members Randall Crane, Brian Taylor, Pravin Varaiya, 
and Martin Wachs.  Also presenting were Peter Jones from the 

University of Westminster, London, David Levinson from Uni-
versity of Minnesota, Michael Meyer from Georgia Institute of 
Technology, and Robert Noland from Imperial College, London.  
The keynote speaker was Anthony Downs, Senior Fellow with 
the Brookings Institution.

The 9th Annual UCTC (University of California Transpor-
tation Center) Student Conference was held at UCLA February 
6-8.    The conference opened with speeches by Robert Jamison, 
Deputy Administrator of the Federal Transit Administration and 
Roger Snoble, CEO of the Los Angeles County Metropolitan 
Transportation Authority.    Conference speakers included Dr. 
Catherine Ross, Executive Director of the Georgia Regional 
Transportation Authority, Professor Michael Dukakis, former 
Governor of Massachusetts and Visiting Professor at the UCLA 
School of Public Policy and Social Research, John Gallwey, 
Technical Services Librarian at the ITS Harmer E. Davis Trans-
portation Library, and Dr. Sandra Rosenbloom, Professor of Plan-
ning at the University of Arizona.    Many students made presen-
tations and participated in poster sessions and a city tour.

NKCA, Neighborhood Knowledge California, http:
//nkca.ucla.edu, the new community mapping web site from 
UCLA’s Advanced Policy Institute was launched December 2 at 
the UCLA Visualization Portal. The Advanced Policy Institute 
(API),  an applied research and development center,  is one of the 
primary outreach arms of the UCLA School of Public Policy and 
Social Research. 

The NKCA project is a unique and effective web-based 
mapping tool with free access, statewide scope, multiple research 
tools and the capacity for users to upload their own data in their 
personal files.  The interactive web site makes available a wide 
variety of public and private data for groups working to preserve 
and expand opportunities for homeownership through fair hous-
ing and lending research, education and policy development. 
More than 40 agencies in five metropolitan areas (San Diego, 
Fresno, Oakland, Sacramento, and Los Angeles) collaborated on 
the design of NKCA.

The NKCA launch event also celebrated a generous 
$700,000 grant for outreach, training and further development 
from the U.S. Department of Commerce’s Technology Opportu-
nities Program (TOP).  NKCA is the only project to receive three 
grant awards from TOP, and is considered a national model by the 
agency.  Additional project sponsors include the California Works 
for Better Health Initiative of The California Endowment and 
Rockefeller Foundation, Community Technology Foundation, 
UCLA, and the Southern California Association of Governments 
(SCAG).  
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University of Maryland
Ph.D. in Urban Studies and Planning 

The University of Maryland accepted our first class of 
Ph.D. students in the Fall of 2002.  The University of Maryland 
Ph.D. program is designed for individuals who already hold a 
professional masters in urban planning, architecture, historic 
preservation, urban design or landscape architecture.  We are 
anticipating a small program in the initial years of about seven 
students per year.  Five were admitted in 2002.   Graduates will 
be prepared to teach at the university level in departments of 
architecture, urban planning, historic preservation, or landscape 
architecture; to conduct research; and to participate in high-level 
decision making in the public, private and non-profit sectors.  
While Urban Studies and Planning faculty have taken the lead in 
creating and implementing this new program, all of the School of 
Architecture faculty, including also Architecture, Historic Preser-
vation, and the Center for Smart Growth, are collaborating.

New Hire, Kelly Clifton

Kelly Clifton will be joining the University of Maryland, 
Urban Studies and Planning faculty in the Fall of 2003.  Kelly 
was most recently an assistant professor at the University of 
Iowa. She has her Ph.D. from the University of Texas Austin.  
Kelly will hold a joint appointment between Urban Studies and 
Planning and Engineering.

Urbanism, and Information Design,” the grant will permit plan-
ning graduate students from the University of Cincinnati and the 
University of Michigan to study abroad starting in Fall 2003. The 
new exchange program, which also includes architecture students 
and faculty from North Carolina State University, will take the 
students to the Technische Universiteit Eindhoven in the Nether-
lands, Hogeschool voor Wetenshap en Kunst in Belgium, and the 
University of Strathclyde in Scotland. The U.S. universities will 
each receive students from the three European partners.

In addition to overseas study, the project will include a 
website to provide a virtual meeting site for day-to-day activities 
and interchange of the project participants, and annual workshops 
with faculty and students from the US and the EC, where project 
themes of design, planning, and information design will be dis-
cussed and debated.

University of Oregon
Freshmen Give Away $5000

Students in a special Freshman Seminar class, “American 
Philanthropy: The Art and Science of Giving Money Away” are 

putting classroom learning to work as they study and practice the 
art of philanthropy.  Assistant Professor Renee Irvin recruited a 
corporate donor, Wells Fargo Bank, to provide $5000 in funding 
for the class.

The class spent the first half of the term learning about 
the history, economics, and public policy of philanthropy in the 
U.S.  They then researched local nonprofit organizations, gather-
ing information on their programs and current needs.  Students 
formed into teams in the second half of the term, interviewing 
local nonprofit organization representatives and preparing presen-
tations to the rest of the class.  Each team worked to convince the 
rest of the class that “their” nonprofit should be the recipient of 
the Wells Fargo gift.  The winner was announced publicly at the 
end of the term.

Irvin designed the class to educate students about the extent 
and influence of philanthropy and the nonprofit sector, and con-
nect freshmen to local nonprofit organizations near the beginning 
of their academic careers.

Community Planning Workshop Serves 
Communities throughout Oregon

The University of Oregon’s Community Planning Work-
shop (CPW) has provided service to local and state government 
agencies in Oregon for more than 25 years by engaging master’s 
students in community and regional planning in applied research 
projects. CPW has an array of exciting projects this year that span 
a range of planning and public policy issues:

Beaverton Natural Hazards Mitigation Plan. The Disaster 
Mitigation Act of 2000 requires all incorporated cities to develop 
and adopt natural hazards mitigation plans. CPW is working with 
the City of Beaverton to inventory hazardous areas and develop 
strategies that will reduce risks of future natural disasters.

Redmond Annexation Plan. The City of Redmond in Cen-
tral Oregon expects to double its population in the next 20 years. 
CPW is assisting the City in evaluating the fiscal, social, and 
environmental impacts of annexing unincorporated lands within 
its urban growth boundary.

CPW is working with the Oregon Office of Energy to evaluate its 
telework outreach efforts to businesses in the Portland Metropoli-
tan area.

Encouraging Smartgrowth in Rural Communities. Oregon 
has implemented growth management strategies for nearly 30 
years. CPW is working with the Transportation and Growth Man-
agement program to assess barriers to implementing smartgrowth 
principles in rural communities.

SUPA Collaborates with Justice Department to 
Reduce Gun Violence

A new national initiative that has the potential to reduce 
gun violence across America is currently being implemented in 
Dallas through a collaboration of the US Department of Justice 
and the economic-development center at the UTA School of 
Urban and Public Affairs. The Dallas program is one of the first 
to be implemented in the nation, according to the center’s project 
coordinator, Bob Wilkins.

The justice department’s Dallas-based US Attorney’s Office 
selected the SUPA Center for Economic Development Research 
and Service (CEDRAS) as its research partner for crime analysis 
in implementing the BUSH Administration’s Project Safe Neigh-
borhoods (PSN) program in Dallas, beginning in November.

PSN strategy calls for the tracking and analysis of crime 
statistics in “high-crime” neighborhoods as anti-gun-crime media 
campaigns are run. 

The CEDRAS research team is composed of Professor 
Elmer Polk, an associate from the UTA Criminology and Crimi-
nal Justice Department, SUPA Graduate Research Assistant Susan 
Au, CEDRAS Executive Director Sherman Wyman, SUPA Dean 
Richard Cole, and Wilkins, who is a PhD student as well as the 
center’s project coordinator.

Polk and Au collect and analyze crime data for the neigh-
borhoods each month and compile their analyses into quarterly 
reports. 

The reports provide ongoing evaluation of the effectiveness 
of the program. They are critical to its success. “If the program’s 
not proving as effective as we think, we expect the school to tell 
us what corrections need to be made, and where,” said Larry 
Jarrett, assistant to Dallas-based US attorney Jane Boyle. “Our 
goal for the next two years is to reduce overall gun crime by 20 
percent and juvenile gun crime by 10 percent.”

The Bureau of Justice Assistance has funded the school’s 
research for approximately $148,000 for three years.

The conference will specifically focus on the following 
questions: First, how might urban environmental management 
address (a) the need for integrated management structures that 
speak to the complexity, multiplicity and interlocking nature of 
environmental problems in urban areas; (b) the implications of 
new and emerging environmental stresses such as global cli-
mate change, which have altered the character of environmental 
change in urban areas and inserted new levels of uncertainty; 
and (c) the need for increased stakeholder involvement in urban 
political climates characterized by multiple stakeholders and 
multi-layered jurisdictional and governance structures.

Second, and more broadly, how do current processes of 
urban environmental change and management, including problem 
identification, policy development, and policy implementation, 
intersect with issues of vulnerability, sustainability, and equity, 
all of which are emerging as crucial issues in the field in both the 
developed and the developing worlds.

Rationale: More than half the world’s people will live 
in cities by 2020, according to most estimates. Through their 
increasing numbers and their rising per capita resource demands, 
urban populations are having and will continue to have a grow-
ing impact on the earth’s environment. In light of this dramatic 
global transition and in order to define viable strategies for urban 
and global sustainability, urban resource demand structures and 
governance strategies will need to be examined and evaluated.

Among the key challenges of the current era are the range, 
complexity and interlocking nature of environmental problems in 
urban areas and the limited response capacity and capability of 
cities, in developed nations as well as developing ones. This con-
ference will address these challenges by integrating the concepts 
of vulnerability, sustainability, and environmental equity into the 
analysis of urban environmental management. These concepts 
have been formally theorized to varying degrees, but they have 
not played a major role as of yet in informing the discussion of 
urban environmental management.

Specific environmental changes to be examined be confer-
ence participants will include:

1. Environmental Contamination - including air and water 
quality degradation, and contamination of riverine and estuarine 
sediments and groundwater resources with an emphasis on physi-
cal transport, chemical reactions, biogeochemical cycles.

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attendance also helped our budget, erasing the deficit we had 
projected for this year.  We also received a large number of paper 
proposals for the joint ACSP/AESOP conference in Belgium, and 
expect that meeting to provide many wonderful opportunities for 
transatlantic learning and discussion.  

Other activities related to ‘planning globally” are also pro-
ceeding.  The taskforce I appointed will present its initial report at 
the Governing Board meeting this spring.  Also, in collaboration 
with planning education organizations from elsewhere, we are 
planning a ‘best articles’ book, that will bring together the best of 
planning literature from across the world.

Closer to home, ACSP is working with the U.S. Envi-
ronmental Protection Agency and the Lincoln Institute of Land 
Policy on a book about university involvement in smart growth 
projects.  This volume will provide models that can be used by 
others to increase our engagement with civic and public organiza-
tions dealing with growth issues. 

More problematically, our colleagues at the University 
of Arizona and at Cornell are struggling with reorganization 
proposals that threaten the autonomy and the very existence of 
their programs.  Through our Committee on the Academy and the 
Profession we are marshalling assistance to educate university 
leadership about the value of these programs.  We are also moni-
toring the visa issues that foreign students face in trying to study 
in the United States.

Leadership of the American Planning Association and the 
American Institute of Certified Planners have asked us to further 
enhance the relationship between the activities of their mem-
bers and our work.  For instance, they have proposed a greater 
involvement of academics during the annual APA conference, 
and greater utilization of practitioners in teaching.  We are now 
assessing how much of this is in fact already happening (and we 
suspect it’s much more than most people think), as well as how it 
might be enhanced.  Associated with this some changes are being 
proposed in the structure of the Planning Accreditation Board to 
ensure greater involvement by practitioners.  These are all very 
sensitive issues, in which both the PAB and the Joint ACSP/AICP 
Committee play an important role.

Fortunately, an increasing number of students choose plan-
ning as a career, reflecting a positive change in attitude among 
the new generation.  In spite of the current economic and political 
challenges, we think this bodes well for the future.

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new concepts like cluster development and collaborative plan-
ning.1 

Today I want to reflect with you briefly about some memo-
rable experiences during my years in the learning life. I will focus 
on three themes--the impacts of turbulence, the challenges of 
fault lines, and the need for bridges.

Thinking back, an adage quoted in the Key Reporter some 
time ago sticks in my mind: “To teach is to learn twice.” As we 
all know, it’s even more accurate to say that to teach is to learn 
continuously. That’s particularly true and necessary when you 
teach planning. The institutions and issues that we deal with are 
always in flux. The methods, techniques, and technology that 
we use are always evolving. When the rate of change increases, 
while our control over change decreases, we perceive the times as 
turbulent.

Turbulence is nothing new. On the occasion of Jack 
Parker’s retirement in 1974 as the founding chair of the UNC 
planning program, educational leaders gathered in Chapel Hill 
to examine the role of planning and planning education in the 
context of turbulent social change. Dick Bolan, Don Michael, 
Britt Harris, Mike Teitz, Jerry Kaufman, Larry Susskind, Harvey 
Perloff, Don Schon, and Tom Nutt analyzed issues of planning 
theory, methods, practice, and education. Their insights about 
planners as social learners, change agents, and boundary spanners 
were published in a book entitled Planning in America: Learning 
from Turbulence.2 

Some three decades later, planning in America must still 
learn from turbulence. As learners, we know that turbulence 
in today’s globally connected cultures opens up new and more 
daunting social and institutional fault lines. As planners, we are 
especially aware of the need to build bridges across these divides. 
Many of my most memorable experiences have involved working 
with ACSP committees and task forces on such problems. 

We have faced, and still face, fault lines between the prac-
tice and education wings of the planning profession. In the 1970s, 
ACSP considered whether to separate its annual conference from 
the professional planning organization’s conference. Many of us 
were concerned about the loss of connection with the practice 
wing of planning. I was told by the ACSP president to generate a 
consensus report on this issue with a task force whose member-
ship included dissenting opinions, as well as our most formidable 
negotiator—Larry Susskind. A daunting task, but we arrived at 
a consensus recommendation to hold our own conferences, and 
here we are today. Since then, ACSP has maintained its identity 
as an association of planning educators while collaborating with 
the professional planning organizations—APA and AICP—on a 
steady stream of joint initiatives.

We have done a great deal to bridge the fault lines between 
the individual schools and the larger planning education system. 
Whether to initiate a formal accreditation process was a big 
decision. In the debate I argued against accreditation because 
of concerns about the additional bureaucracy that this entailed. 

Fortunately, the pro-accreditation side won.  Since then, the 
Planning Accreditation Board has helped to raise the level of our 
educational programs and to knit together the growing number of 
planning schools.

We overcame the fault lines between the original plan-
ning chair power structure and the broader planning education 
constituency. To change from the “old boy” network of program 
chairs as ACSP officers to contested elections and extensive com-
mittees was a big decision. Taking part in John Bryson’s stake-
holder analysis not only opened my eyes to the need for a more 
democratic process, it taught me a consensus building technique 
that I continue to use in my teaching.3  Since then, participation in 
ACSP activities has broadened greatly.

We must continue to reach across the fault lines between 
the national urban agenda and our planning vision. In 1993, after 
the Democratic presidential victory, we produced an optimistic 
report on the role of ACSP in shaping the national urban agenda.4  
While we were not as influential as we hoped, that effort has pre-
pared us for the even more challenging and turbulent work ahead 
on the Republican urban agenda.

We are privileged to be planning educators. Our students 
join a profession with a strong code of ethics. They are obligated 
to serve the public interest and contribute to the development of 
the profession by improving knowledge and techniques. These 
ethics fit perfectly with our own goals and values. We can take 
pride in our students as they assume leadership roles.  Our books 
may go out of print. Our research findings may be superceded.  
But the work of our graduates outlives us.

Most of all, we are privileged to be able to devote our-
selves to the fascinations of learning how the world works, within 
the culture of a university system that allows us the freedom to 
choose our research areas and design our courses. 

With these privileges comes the responsibility to bridge the 
fault lines that threaten to divide us; whether these be among per-
sonalities, disciplines, values, interests, organizations, or ethnic 
groups. Our comprehensive worldview enables us to see the other 
side of these divides. And our consensus building skills help us to 
bridge them. Who could ask for a higher calling?
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
