We hope to bring forth proposals on these issues during the 2004 ACSP 
conference in Portland; APA will be holding its Leadership Conference conjointly with us.

Before we get to Portland, though, we are going to have the joint ACSP-AESOP confer-
ence in Leuven, Belgium.  In addition to the many stimulating academic sessions, we will also 
conduct some ACSP business.  We will give out most of the ACSP awards, discuss current 
issues, and hear a keynote address from this yearôs Distinguished Educator.  Ofýcial business 
will be conducted at the Administratorsô Conference that will be held in October in Florida 
(Amelia Island).  Actually, from October 23-26 there will be a whole series of events, includ-
ing a one-day training program for new chairs and those who are interested in being a chair 
someday; the ACSP Governing Board meeting; the semi-annual PAB meeting; the Adminis-
tratorsô Conference; and the ACSP Annual Business Meeting.  See the ACSP website for full 
registration information!

I look forward to seeing many of you at these meetings.  As our academic year wraps up, 
I wish everyone a refreshing, reinvigorating, and productive summer!
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Call for Papers: 
AAHE, ACSP, Campus Compact, and HUD Volume on Service 
Learning in Architecture and Planning

The American Association for Higher Education (AAHE)ðin collaboration 
with the Association of Collegiate Schools of Architecture (ACSA), Association 
of Collegiate Schools of Planning (ACSP), Campus Compact, and the US Depart-
ment of Housing and Urban Development (HUD)ðinvites paper proposals for 
the edited volume ñService-Learning in Architecture and Planning.ò  This volume 
will be the ýrst collection of papers written in the ýeld of community outreach-
based pedagogy for architectural and planning faculty and schools, and will 
describe case studies in studios, classrooms, and institutions that have incorpo-
rated community-based programs and techniques.  

The last ten years have seen a major increase in the number of higher educa-
tion faculty involved in community-based teaching, learning, and research.  The 
AAHE has published a multiple-volume series on service-learning in a variety of 
academic disciplines that surveys and analyzes this pedagogical approach.  The 
next volume in Architecture and Planning is particularly timely as the discipline 
has expanded its expertise in community-based work through collaboration with 
housing advocates and neighborhood development organizations.  This volume 
poses a unique opportunity to provide critical analysis and a sharing of experi-
ences. The sponsoring organizations anticipate three primary themes for papers:

Project Case Studies in Community-Based Architectural and 
Planning Education

Proposals will be accepted for papers that look at a variety of studio- and 
course-based techniques for combining education with local community outreach.  
These can range from providing design assistance to a local community group, 
assisting in local housing construction efforts (such as Habitat for Humanity), and 
providing other services to community groups. Each case study should describe 
the nature of the project, the organizations involved, and the beneýts realized by 
the recipient communities.

Mechanisms for Pursuit of Community-Based Education in 
Schools of Architecture/Schools of Planning

Institutional commitments and funding for community-based courses and 
programs in schools of architecture and planning will also be a focus of accepted 
proposals.  Papers in this topic can address changes in accreditation that empha-
size community outreach and service learning, university and home institution 
requirements for community outreach, and difýculties or opportunities in devel-
oping community contacts and funding.  Papers may also discuss the support, or 
lack thereof, for such programs within their institutions and disciplines.

Pedagogy and Curricula in Schools of Architectural and 
Planning

Lastly, the editors will accept proposals discussing the pedagogy of archi-
tecture and planning, and its relationship to community development.  Papers can 
address the role of the social environment for education in the built environment, 
the practical and professional beneýts of service learning for architects and plan-

The State of the Schools

As Chair of the PAB, I would like to share PABôs ýrst 
account of ñThe State of the Schools.ò Principal among these are 
the serious challenges that academic planning programs now face 
as well as the possible responses to these challenges.

The stand-alone masterôs degree in planning appears to be 
especially vulnerable.

Since the Second World War, the masterôs degree has 
emerged as the principal degree for practicing planners. There 
is ample evidence to suggest that some schools or departments 
offering only the masterôs degree will not be able to sustain them-
selves because they are too small. 

One reason for the small size can be linked to the PAB 
criteria for program accreditation related to faculty and student 
body size.  We recommend that a degree program have a mini-
mum of ýve faculty with a 10:1 student-faculty ratio. These 
guidelines yield a maximum enrollment of 50 students, although 
minimums exist in the 20-30 student range. Such numbers cannot 
be justiýed at most public and private universities, especially if 
accompanied by the normal expectations of a complete academic 
department, which generally implies a ñchairò with at least some 
summer salary, and a departmental secretary. Units with such a 
proýleðunder 50 students, ýve faculty including a chair, and a 
secretaryðare ripe for rifýng.

One response from academics is to create a doctoral pro-
gram. Often, but not always, such degrees generate greater for-
mula funding per student than masterôs or bachelorôs programs. 
Doctoral programs can help academic enterprises expand their 
research portfolios. Increased funded research is essential to the 
future existence of academic planning programs. 

The combination of doctoral degrees and enhanced funded 
research can distance the academy from practice. The best 
sources of research support usually lie outside the city or county 
planning department, which should come as no big surprise to 
practitioners.

The best topics to attract research support tend to involve 
environmental issues, transportation, housing, GIS, and economic 
development; sources include federal and state agencies, (other 
than planning) city and county departments, foundations and,

This Weekôs Finds in Planning is a website of advice and 
tidbits aimed primarily at doctoral students and beginning faculty 
members, but useful to more senior faculty as well.  It began as 
my attempt to communicate with our doctoral students when I 
was chair of our Doctoral Committee. (I had taken the concept 
from John Baez of University of California, Riverside, who did a 
This Weekôs Finds in Physics, although I will never be as enthusi-
astic and as careful and informative as is Baez. Both were, avant 
la lettre, weblogs.) I wanted to convey useful information about 
surviving as a graduate student, my interest in particular pieces of 
scholarly work, and discuss certain issues that I thought impor-
tant. I have never been too concerned about posting weekly, and 
there have been hiatuses as well as þoods of posts.

When our website was set up, I asked that my posts be 
archived there. In time, I discovered that people found the web-
site through various searches. For example, Walter Chistallerôs 
family found the site when they were looking for information 
about their famous family-member; unfortunately, what they 
found was my discussion of how his hexagonal city arrangements 
were developed for the Nazi reoccupation and re-Germaniýcation 
of Poland and the Auschwitz area. More usually, it is a graduate 
student who ýnds the advice helpful. Or a new assistant profes-
sor.

Lots of the advice is just what your parents would offer. 
Get the work done on time. Deliver. Do what you say you will 
do. Check for spelling and grammar. Etc.  I have recently posted 
a bit on why inkjet printer images are not as good as photo-
graphic prints. If I discover a book I particularly like,

I will write a mini-review. A very large fraction of the 
advice is of the sort: Donôt do this, you will get in trouble! 
Almost all of it is derived from my own mistakes, or what passes 
into my Inbox, or from what I hear about other places and depart-
ments and their shenanigans. 

There are hundreds of posts, albeit not indexed. Some of 
the advice is repeated. So this is a place that repays leisurely 
investigation, at least if the advice is suited to your needs. I am 
sure it will increase the likelihood that someone will get their dis-
sertation done, or, years later, that they will be tenured.

Ball State University
The MURP is undergoing a comprehensive pram and cur-

riculum change.  Standards in every area are being upgraded, 
and three areas of concentrated study are offered: comprehensive 
planning, physical planning, and community development and 
enterprise planning.  The revised program has passed the Depart-
ment and College Curriculum Committee levels, and should be in 
place for the Fall 03.

The Department has ýlled a tenure track faculty position 
with Amy Brown, with degrees from Smith, Radcliff, and M.I.T..  
Dr. Brown joins us this Fall and will teach primarily in the First 
Year CAP program.  Her interests include the history of the 
design professions and urban form.  Her dissertation was on the 
Olmstead family.

Cleveland State University
Dennis Keating, MUPDD Program, College of Urban 

Affairs, Cleveland State University was named the Levin College 
of Urban Affairsô second Distinguished Professor. He continues 
as Chair, Department of Urban Studies and Associate Dean but 
will be on sabbatical leave this coming Fall as a Visiting Fellow, 
Department of Urban Studies, University of Glasgow, Scotland.

East Carolina University
Effective January 1, 2003, East Carolina Universityôs 

Undergraduate Planning Program is granted PAB accreditation 
for ýve years.  ECU becomes one of 14 undergraduate planning 
degree programs that hold PAB accreditation within the United 
States and the sole PAB accredited undergraduate degree in North 
Carolina. 

The accreditation of the program sets a major milestone for 
ECUôs Planning Department.   The planning program attained 
departmental status in 1994 within the School of Industry and 
Technology, and in 1999 the degree program was revised to 
reþect changes in practice and education within the planning 
profession.  Over the past 40 years more than 900 students have 
graduated with an undergraduate planning major or minor.
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During the past two decades the planning program has 
acquired an international element in both teaching and research.  
In the late 1980ôs approximately 50 students from Malaysia grad-
uated from ECU with the undergraduate planning degree.  Almost 
all of these students completed graduate planning degrees at 
universities within the United States.  Planning faculty members 
have been involved in research and consultant projects with the 
World Bank and the United Nations Development Fund (UNDP) 
and in various countries including Zimbabwe, Kenya, Uganda, 
Ethiopia and Nigeria; archaeological research in Jordan; and as a 
Fulbright scholar in the Crimea. 

The Planning faculty have also been involved in state and 
national organizations.  At the state level the faculty has been 
active in the North Carolina Chapter of the American Plan-
ning Association.  Faculty activities include serving as chapter 
president, teaching short courses to prepare candidates for the 
national exam conducted annually by the American Institute of 
Certiýed Planners, and hosting the Summer Planning Institute. 
ECU planning have served as co-editors of the ACSP newsletter 
Update, co-editors of three editions of the Guide to Undergradu-
ate Education in Urban and Regional Planning, and held ACSP 
leadership positions as an ofýcer or ACSP Board member.      

Locally planning faculty members have been involved 
in providing support for the East Carolina University Regional 
Development Institute (RDI) and the South East Crescent Author-
ity (SECA).  These initiatives seek to obtain funding and federal 
authorization for promoting economic growth and alleviating 
poverty and unemployment in distressed areas of the southeastern 
United States.

Georgia Institute of Technology
The City and Regional Planning Program celebrated its 

50th Anniversary as a masterôs degree granting program in April 
2003 with a two-day event.  We began the event with campus 
walking tours and presentations of studio projects by our current 
students.  We then hosted a public symposium entitled, ñRegional 
Equity, Economies, and Environments: Competition and Connec-
tions Between Suburbs and Centers,ò with the Mayor of Atlanta, 
a prominent regional land developer, Georgiaôs leading environ-
mental advocate, and our very own, Catherine Ross, as speakers.  
APA Executive Director, Paul Farmer, and RPA President, Robert 
Yaro, provided ñplanning practitionerò responses to the earlier 
speakers.

That evening we celebrated our golden anniversary with 
a banquet and program at the Fabulous Fox Theatre in midtown 
Atlanta.  We ended our celebration the next day with a confer-
ence-style set of concurrent presentations by over 30 of our 
Programôs graduates discussing their professional activities and 
planning work.  In total, we had almost 400 people involved in 
our 50th Anniversary Events, including attendance by over 20 of 
our current and former faculty members!

Jackson State University
Department of Urban and Regional Planning

Jeffrey Lowe, Assistant Professor, Department of Urban 
and Regional Planning, is the principal investigator of Assess-
ment and Planning for the e-City Initiative.  A collaboration 
between the City of Jackson, Mississippi, local business and 
non-proýts, community residents and the University, the e-City 
Initiative seeks to demonstrate the use of technology and assist in 
the development of economies and neighborhoods in a 5.3 square 
mile area, which encompasses Jackson State University.  e-City 
assessment and planning is supported by a grant from the Fannie 
Mae Foundation to Jackson State University totaling $100,000 
over two years.  

Faculty member Matthew Dalbey has teamed with students 
Regina Melson and Kimberly Hilliard and Mississippi State 
School of Architecture faculty member David Perkes to produce 
programming and pre-planning documents for the public right-
of-way in the Jackson Metro Parkway.  The work, funded by the 
City of Jackson, involved using community planning and urban 
design techniques to integrate the Parkwayôs road program with 
the existing community.

Portland State University
In March of 2003, Ethan Seltzer, Director of the Institute 

for Portland Metropolitan Studies led panelists in a discussion of 
Portlandôs planning history on the March 7th edition of National 
Public Radioôs Science Friday program, hosted by Ira Flatow.  In 
it, Seltzer outlined the keys to success that draws educators and 
planners to Portland to study or mirror the template that has led to 
much acclaim.  Dr. Seltzer told the audience, ñCities are human 
creations.  They take physical form but theyôre all about what 
people do with each other.  This place has helped people make 
really remarkable good choices because itôs a remarkably good 
place to start with.

Take a look at downtown Portland for example.  At a time 
when all cities in the nation were facing de-population and the 
movement of businesses out of downtown, many cities tried to 
suburbanize downtowns, to make them just like the suburbs, and 
they failed and it went away.  Portland made a different choice.  It 
decided it was going to make a real urban place, that it was going 
to make a fundamental commitment to pedestrians, to transit 
and the parks and to ensuring the Central City had a good public 
realm, a good place for people to be.  That was a choice that was 
made 30 years ago, and today, arguably, Portland has the best 
downtown in North America.ò

The discussion centered on Portland, but Dr. Seltzer made 
it clear, the blueprint used here cannot be copied in other cities, 
that planners must ýnd what works for them in their physical, 
educational, cultural and social space.

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Texas A&M University
Texas A&M Universityôs College of Architecture established the 
Sustainable Urbanism Graduate Certiýcate Program in the Center 
for Housing and Urban Development in the spring of 2003.  
The graduate certiýcate in Sustainable Urbanism entails 18 credit 
hours of studio and seminar work, plus a Thesis or Professional 
Study on a specialized topic.  It is available to qualiýed masters 
and doctoral students in urban planning, architecture, landscape 
architecture, land development, and construction science.
Sustainable Urbanism entails the integrated and collaborative 
design of cities and their urban environs.  The most fruitful 
approaches for any urbanism to be truly sustainable are to be 
found in design and planning that are adaptive, context-sensi-
tive, and range across multiple scales.  In addition, sustainable 
urbanism means addressing social and economic equity issues 
facing cities and their development, in addition to restoring 
environments and minimizing impacts to them.  As such, sustain-
able urbanism is much more than merely energy efýciency and 
intelligent material use and reuse at the urban scale.  
To comprehensively consider all these interconnected issues 
requires an integrative perspective.  All sustainable urbanism 
faculty members have interdisciplinary backgrounds, with gradu-
ate and professional degrees in at least two if not three related 
disciplines.  Sustainable Urbanism represents a new nexus for 
Sustainability, Cities, and the Environmental Design Professions.
Through the Sustainable Urbanism Certiýcate Program we 
integrate design disciplines and strengthen relations among them.  
As Tom Regan, Dean of the College of Architecture, explained, 
ñTexas A&Môs faculty has been actively engaged in innovative 
research and practice for planning and designing sustainable 
places and place-making institutions for some time.  It made 
perfect sense to integrate ongoing activities in a cross-cutting way 
that will further extend our leadership in activities related to the 
built environment.ò
To provide students with international exposure, there are four 
international semester away programs that students can choose 
to satisfy some certiýcate requirements.  They are the Barcelona 
Program, an interdisciplinary urban design oriented semester 
at the Barcelona School of Architecture, the Italy Program, an 
interdisciplinary program at Texas A&Môs Santa Chiara Center 
in Tuscany, the Alexandria Program, an interdisciplinary urban 
design program in the Washington, D. C. metro area afýliated 
with Virginia Tech, and the Australia Program, an interdisciplin-
ary sustainable development program.  

University at Buffalo
The State University of New York

The Department of Urban and Regional Planning is pleased 
to announce several changes in and new additions to our faculty.

University of Texas at Arlington 
Doctoral Program in Planning and Policy

SUPA is offering a new doctoral degree, the PhD in Urban 
Planning and Public Policy, this fall. Approved by the UT-System 
this spring, the program will be one of only three such doctoral-
level planning and policy programs in the state of Texas and 26 in 
the nation, according to Dr. Richard Cole, dean of the school.

ñOur new program will serve the interests of Texas well, 
especially North Texas, where there is no other doctoral-level 

service (compulsory in those days), he won a Fulbright fellow-
ship to Europe where he wrote a dissertation on post-war urban 
reconstruction for his PhD at the Netherlands School of Econom-
ics.

In 1961, he joined the UCLA faculty as an assistant profes-
sor in what is now the Anderson School of Management, and six 
years later became one of the youngest full professors on campus. 
In 1968, Dean Harvey Perloff invited Lee to become one of the 
founding faculty members of the Graduate School of Architecture 
and Urban Planning. He is now professor emeritus in the School 
of Public Policy, and he continues to teach at Cambridge Univer-
sity.

In his distinguished academic career, Lee became one of 
the worldôs most eminent experts in housing economics and 
policy. In his pioneering work with Leo Grebler, he was among 
the ýrst to formulate housing policies for developing nations. He 
is also a talented musician, and friend of arts and architecture.

Professor Burns served on almost every important com-
mittee at UCLA, from the Committee on Academic Personnel on 
down. He has been responsible for admitting, recruiting educat-
ing, counseling, recommending, hiring, and promoting countless 
students and faculty.

option,ò said Cole. ñWeôve already had a dozen or more inqui-
ries.ò

Urban planning is a large and growing ýeld. While it 
always includes site and transportation planning, it has come 
to encompass administration, economic development, policy, 
and social planning, as well. Today, when city ofýcials speak 
of building ñsustainable communities,ò they refer not only to 
the right mix of public infrastructure, residential properties and 
commercial enterprises, but also to ensuring the involvement of 
all stakeholders in the community in an effort to maintain and 
enhance quality of urban life. 

ñPlanners are increasingly realizing that all layers of 
society have a right to the city and must be brought to the table in 
formulating plans. When certain classes or social groups are mar-
ginalized from society or from the planning process, city plans 
and policies cannot be sustainable because some people are left 
out,ò said Associate Professor Enid Arvidson, who is an expert in 
planning theory and urban political economy.

This spreading realization is creating many new opportuni-
ties for well-educated planners.

ñPeople who understand all the dimensions of planning at 
the PhD level are in demand for executive leadership positions 
in government and private consultancy organizations across the 
nation,ò said Dr. Rod Hissong, PhD advisor for the school. 

International positions are also opening up, according to 
Cole. ñInternational urban planning has just been discovered,ò he 
said. ñTheyôre looking for professional planners worldwide.ò

SUPAôs new program addresses all aspects of urban plan-
ning, both physical and social. Its two Texas competitors both 
lack foci on administration, policy and social planning.

ñThere is existing demand for the program,ò said Dr. His-
song. Our Master of City and Regional Planning should provide a 
natural pipeline of students, and a recent survey we took indi-
cated that at least a dozen would enroll in such a program, if it 
were available.ò Administrators expect an enrollment of at least 
30 by the ýfth year.

increasingly, nongovernmental organizations like land trusts and 
affordable housing  advocacy groups.

Another strategy for coping with the challenges academic 
programs face is to expand undergraduate offerings. Administra-
tors ýnd it difýcult to justify small masterôs degree programs 
(especially those without funded research) with undergraduate 
programs across campus overþowing. 

Several undergraduate options exist. First, the planning pro-
gram can offer a few relatively larger undergraduate courses such 
as ñThe History of the Cityò or ñIntroduction to Planning.ò The 
topics of smart growth, livability, and suburban sprawl generate 
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considerable interest among undergraduates. I currently teach a 
course for undergraduate architects titled ñPrinciples of Physi-
cal Planning.ò In addition, undergraduates from my universityôs 
honors program as well as students in geography, urban studies, 
and biology are enrolled.

A second option is to offer a minor in planning. At my 
previous institution, we created such a minor and found it attrac-
tive to students from architecture, landscape architecture, and 
geography. A minor in planning also assists with the recruitment 
of good students into graduate programs.

A third possibility is to offer an undergraduate degree in 
planning. The number of accredited undergraduate planning 
degrees has doubled in the past decade. New programs are being 
created at historically black universities as well as at schools in 
rural, often economically poor, regions. The reaction to these 
Bachelor of Science in Planning degrees is mixed from both 
academics and practitioners because of the traditional dominance 
of the masterôs degree. 

Conversely, bachelorôs degrees are warmly received by 
many employers. This is especially true in rapidly growing places 
where there is a need for plan, zoning, and permit processors. In 
addition, rural county employers often prefer individuals with 
bachelorôs degrees because of their budgets and culture. Many 
advertisements for planning positions specify a bachelorôs degree 
as a minimum requirement. I think we should respond to this 
market.

Another response to the challenges facing planning educa-
tion is to merge with a like-sized, compatible program. Land-
scape architecture, public administration, and geography appear 
to be the most frequent partners because these disciplines possess 
similar proýles within many universities. Such mergers have 
the beneýts of economics of scale for common courses, such as 
GIS. Mergers can also enhance the potential for multidisciplinary 
research.

Planning programs can respond to the challenges we face 
by connecting to practitioners through continuing education. 
Post-graduate certiýcate programs are a potentially lucrative and 
mostly untapped market. Such specialty certiýcates (for example, 
historic preservation, sustainable development, GIS, urban 
design, brownýelds reclamation, and affordable housing) can 
prepare planners for the next step in their career.

Over the next ýve to seven years many of the current direc-
tors and senior managers will be retiring, opening up the way 
for new rising managers. Providing short intensive courses for 
their replacements would help. This approach would also help 
strengthen the ties with practice. 

Part of the difýculty in making the link to practice in 
traditional masterôs programs is that it is challenging to work 
with students who have no experience in the ýeld. The focus on 
mid-career training would almost guarantee a praxis approach 
as the students would bring tremendous practical experience to 
the table. Sprinkle in some ñtraditionalò fulltime students at the 
beginning of their careers and all could beneýt. 

Another challenge we face is student support. Tuition at the 
Ivy League schools is over $30,000. Some out-of-state charges at 
important public universities are in the $10,000 to $15,000 range. 
As a father of two college students, I can report in-state tuition 

and fees are also increasing. Funded research is one response to 
raise student support. Building endowments for scholarships is 
another. Support from organizations like the American Planning 
Association is a third possibility.

The academy is changing and Schools of Planning are 
responding from within. Planning is both a profession and a 
discipline. It can only advance through better dialogue between 
practicing planners and planning professors. Our ýeld is much 
too important, too pregnant with possibilities, not to engage in 
such a dialogue. I hope this perspective from within the academy 
can help.
