We invite you to submit a proposal for an individual paper or panel for the 2011 Society for American City and Regional Planning History (SACRPH) conference taking place in Baltimore November 17-20, 2011 at the Tremont Plaza hotel.  The conference planners are building on the outstanding momentum of the last biennial SACRPH meeting, held in Oakland in 2009, which had nearly 350 registrants.  Many presenters and attendees at SACRPH conferences view themselves centrally as “planning historians” and have graduate training in history, but many others, perhaps even a majority, do not.  The conference has traditionally taken a very broad-minded approach to the history of planning, and has always included many papers that are fully engaged in current issues facing planners, while encouraging discussion of the historical roots of contemporary challenges.  Please also alert your graduate students about this conference; we have many presentations from doctoral students, and some from master’s students.  There will be a separate, later CFP for the poster session available to both master’s and undergraduate thesis students. We want to be sure that all those at ACSP member schools are aware of SACRPH’s next biennial event, and are grateful to the ACSP leadership for circulating this Call for Papers.

The attached Call for Papers provides further details about the conference and submissions.  Please note the conference date change to November 17-20th, necessitated by the recently announced decision to shift the Salt Lake City ACSP conference to October 13-16 (the original SACRPH meeting dates).  The circumstances of the date change are explained further in a letter posted on the SACRPH website.
